Directions & Parking 
The Bell Museum is located at the corner of Larpenteur and Cleveland Avenues on 

the University of Minnesota’s St. Paul Campus, directly across the street from 

Gibbs Farm. The address is 2088 Larpenteur Avenue West, St. Paul, MN 55113. 

There is a parking lot available with an entrance off of Larpenteur Avenue. The 

daily rate is $6. Pay stations ONLY ACCEPT CREDIT CARDS. 

**If you drive yourself on May 8, bring your parking card 

inside and they will validate it for free parking.  

Transit 
Metro Transit’s Route 61 runs between downtown Minneapolis and downtown 

St. Paul, and stops near the museum on Larpenteur Ave. & Coffman St. There is 

no service on Sundays.
